last year, and
in March a
few of us
planted out
225 hazels,
hornbeams, hawthorns and maples.

We are also constructing a fence to
lead in to the gates, and further fencing
will be put in place to separate off the
Rugby Club compound. The entrance
to the Copse will be levelled and
gravelled.

March 20th saw the Cubs and Scouts
helping with the half marathon, by
manning the 6-mile water station.
We’ve done this every time since the
event first started, 27 years ago now.

Several old Scouts have been in
touch during the year, and if you look

at our website you will see a page
contributed by Frank Bailey, who now
lives in New Zealand, about his time in
the Troop back in the 1940s.

The HQ continues to be well used,
and was booked for various meetings,
events and training courses by District
and County. As usual, maintenance
jobs have been carried out, including
the installation of a new boiler and gas
meter.

Other events during the term
included a return visit to Bowles for
dry-slope skiing and our first ever visit
to East Sussex Gliding Club; ten
Scouts enjoyed an evening learning the
basics of flying a glider.

We also took part in Shouting for
Scouting, a very well-attended event
organised by District in Alexandra Park
on a lovely warm day in May, and
raised some cash towards the Jamboree
expenses.

Summer camp

Our annual foray took us to
Thorrington Scout Camp, near
Brightlingsea in Essex. This is a fairly
large centre, containing about 15
individual sites, but we were lucky to
get the use of the Top Field, which is
flat, had very short cropped grass, and
is surrounded by a belt of coppice.
The only drawback is that no vehicles
can get near the field, which is reached
via a bridge over a stream and an uphill
track of about 150 metres, so the trek
cart came in useful.

1066 Fundraisers
organized a 20-hour Relay for Life at
the William Parker Stadium, in aid of
local charities, and we were asked to
do the catering for the event. Well
over half the Troop turned out to help
with cooking and selling burgers, hot
dogs, jacket potatoes, soup, etc. for the
participants and public in general.
They camped out overnight and
provided breakfast in the morning.
Despite the rain, everyone enjoyed the
event, and we hope to be there again
this autumn.

The PLs decided to concentrate on
the Fitness Challenge, and several
meetings were devoted to various kinds
of work-outs. Progress was also made
on the Global Challenge, with the
emphasis on disaster relief, and in
particular the work of the Shelterbox
organization. An evening spent
cooking Biryani fitted in quite well
with the global theme, and we also
managed to find time to revise the
work on knots, and have a race with
Pharaoh’s Chariots.

An evening was devoted to a theatre
workshop, in particular stage fighting,
given by Mehdi Silver.

Two of our Scouts took part in the
lively and colourful Hastings Gang
Show at the end of November, and a
party of us went to see the production
on the Friday night.
